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After being called to missions as a teenager, God led me into Missionary aviation and I went off to Haiti as a pilot mechanic missionary with MAF.

After serving with MAF, I started my own mission and flew short-term missionaries to 5 different countries throughout the Caribbean. Now I am in my second college assignment teaching aviation and exhorting young people to follow God's calling on their life. 

We look forward to Liberty University being the premier Christian Aviation school in the world training missionary pilots, corporate pilots, and military pilots. 

We presently have 150 students in the program with the possibility of as many as 200 by the fall of 2007. I am the director of flight operations at Liberty University and have been assigned by the FAA to be a pilot examiner.
